Joel Colton. In April 2006 (with a 2007 copyright date) McGraw-Hill published the tenth edition of R.R.Palmer, Joel Colton, and Lloyd Kramer, A History of the Modern World, the well known textbook on the emergence of modern Europe and on the  global context of European history in recent centuries. It was published originally in 1950 by the late Robert R. Palmer, who taught at Princeton and Yale Universities during his distinguished career. Joel Colton has been co-author since the second edition in 1956. When Professor Palmer withdrew because of his advanced years, Lloyd Kramer was added as co-author with the ninth edition in 2002. Colton is Emeritus Professor at Duke University and has been a member of the SHA’s European History Section since its formative years.  Kramer is chair of the History Department at the University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill.  
Richard M. Golden.   Richard, who teaches at the University of North Texas, edited the Encyclopedia of Witchcraft: The Western Tradition. 4 vols. Santa Barbara, Denver, and Oxford, UK: ABC-CLIO, 2006.  He was honored at a tribute dinner in Dallas in April 2006 as the “Jewish Professional of the Year” in the Dallas-Forth Worth area by the Regional Hillel of North Texas.

MINUTES

Present were: Georgia Mann, Joanne Rao Sanchez, David Herndon, Bob Billinger, Johnpeter Horst Grill, Nancy Rupprecht, Hunt Tooley, Elisabeth Cawthon, Sara H. Sohmer, Don McKale, Maura Hametz, Wayne Bowen, and Alice-Catherine Carls. Donna Graves arrived late due to bad weather. Philip Boucher was excused.  

I. The minutes of the 2005 Executive Committee were approved. Reports by Section Officers followed.

1. Vice Chair Nancy Rupprecht gave her nomination slate for committee appointments. 

Baker-Burton-Smith Committee: Wendy Koenig, Middle Tennessee State university (2009); Parker-Schmitt-Simpson Committee: Johnpeter Horst Grill, Mississippi State University (2007, Chair); Donna Cooper Graves, University of Tennessee at Martin (2008), and Astrid Eckert, Emory University (2009); Snell Prize Committee: Jeffrey Smith, Northwestern State University (2009); Program Committee: David Redles, Cuyahoga Community College (2009, replacing Alfred Mierzejewski), and Wayne Bowen (2010; Membership Committee: John Parnell, North Georgia Community and State College (2009); Nominating Committee: Amanda Aucoin, Southeastern College at Wake Forest (2009). The slate of nominations was approved. Nancy Rupprecht further reported on the state of arrangements for the reception, briefly stating that after trying to co-host the reception with the Department of History of the University of Alabama at Birmingham, she had approached Jerry Brookshire and SCBS and EHS were co-hosting this year’s reception.

2. Secretary-Treasurer Alice-Catherine Carls first reported on the state of the Section’s finances and submitted a five-year trend report on the Section’s income and expenses. She expressed concern that the Section has posted a deficit fort he past three years and that membership was stationary, and asked that measures be taken to help. She suggested a dues increase and a vigorous membership drive for 2007, with increased help from the Membership Committee. Discussion followed and various suggestions were made, including resuming the practice of asking all Membership Committee members to attend Executive Committee (in recent years, only the committee chair attended. Among other suggestions were consulting the AHA job listing and contact new hires, contacting PhD programs for lists of their recent graduates, increase the membership drive in the states in which the next three SHA meeting are to be held, share e-mail distribution lists with the Secretary Treasurer, and create a sustaining Life Member category (no action was taken on this). Other ideas included better publicity, such as sending prize announcements on H-Net, including the Section’s mission statement and listing of prizes in the Newsletter, getting a quote from Joel Colton, Gerhard Weinberg, and Amanda Aucoin urging people to join the Section, and feature Kele Award winners and other EHS Prize winners on the Section’s web page, including an abstract, and have a “Featured Research” section. Maura Hametz suggested that conference presenters be asked to return their membership form as sign of their acceptance by January 31, pending final acceptance of their paper.  The Program Committee was put in charge of drafting a policy by next year for the Program Chair, and Maura volunteered to enforce the membership requirement this year. She moved to increase membership dues to $ 25 for regular members and $ 10 for students. Wayne Bowen seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

3. Managing Editor of the “Newsletter” David Hendon shared good news. The system in place functions well. He printed 42 hard copies of the Newsletter, sent 20 to the Secretary-Treasurer for archiving purposes, and 221 by e-mail. A total of 263 institutions and individuals were reached. Discussion followed to make the Newsletter more useful by including more news and announcements, in particular of conferences such as the Middle Tennessee State University’s Holocaust Conference, graduate student news. David Hendon volunteered to seek information from the membership. Alice-Catherine Carls mentioned that there already exists a web form for sending updates and professional news. The formatting of the Newsletter was discussed next, as well as ways to make it look more attractive. Everyone agreed that the PDF format works better.

Formatting? PDF format is better.

4. Section Chair Georgia Mann briefly reported on her activities during the year.

II. SHA Executive Council Representative Don McKale brought a good report from the Executive Council which was pleased by the Section’s operations. The membership numbers sounded good to them. They were positive about the program this year, especially the combined sessions. The 2005 comparative session was very well attended (60 in attendance), which the Section should take notice of. Discussion followed. Nancy Rupprecht urged Section members to network with our American colleagues every year, and to make our specialty known, so that they too become interested in sharing their panels with European historians. Don McKale further informed the committee about upcoming meetings. The 2008 annual meeting will take place in New Orleans but the Fairmont will probably not be reopened. By January 2007 more will be known about which hotel will be selected. The SHA also plans to go to a Thursday to Sunday program, after 2011 and perhaps sooner. Don McKale mentioned encouraging our graduate students to attend the SHA graduate luncheon and urged the Secretary Treasurer and Newsletter editor to publicize it in our correspondence and publications, because it helps with job hunting and networking.

III. The winner of the 2006 Enno E. Kraehe Distinguished Service Award was announced: Professor Keith Eubank, of Queens College CUNY (emeritus). Georgia Mann stated that he would not be able to attend the annual luncheon owing to the late date at which he had been contacted. Both Georgia Mann and Alice-Catherine Carls tried all fall, but he was touring the canals of France and could not be reached in timely fashion. The committee put the following individuals in nomination: Doug Unfug, Nancy Rupprecht, and David Hendon. Hunt Tooley moved to award a Kraehe Award to [name to be kept secret at this time] in 2007. Joanne Rao Sanchez seconded and the motion passed by acclamation. The committee agreed to try to do a better job of notifying the winner of this award in timely fashion.

IV. Reports from Standing Committee Chairs

1. Nominating Committee Chair Phillip P. Boucher was represented by Georgia Mann who introduced Professor Bob Billinger as the 2007 nominee for the position of Vice-Chair.

2. Membership Committee Chair Donna Cooper Graves distributed her report, which she stated was self-explanatory. In her efforts to reach out to new members, she tried to expand the geographic areas. She did not contact graduate department chairs to solicit Kele awards and stated that she felt bad about it. She suggested two recruiting campaigns: one early in the fall, and a second one early in the spring. Alternative methods for reaching new members were discussed.

3. Snell Prize Committee Chair Wayne Bowen reported that the winner of the 2006 Snell Prize was awarded to Michael J. Mulvey, a Ph.D. student at the University of North Carolina, for his paper entitled “Desperate Housewives in a Parisian Public Housing Estate: Representation and Experience in Sarcelles, 1954-1974.” His paper was nominated by Dr. Konrad Jarausch for whose HIS 324 seminar on source analysis the paper was written.

4. Baker-Burton-Smith Prize Committee Chair Sara H. Sohmer reported a first-round agreement on the 2006 Smith Prize: A. Roger Ekirch’s At Day’s Close: Night in Times Past (W. W. Norton & Co., 2005). The committee received a total of 13 entries.

5. Program Committee 2006 Chair Johnpeter Horst Grill (2006 – Birmingham) reported about the nine minor, last minute changes from the printed program. Illness, professional, and political reasons prevented two commentators and two paper presenters to attend, but the reasons were serious and the sessions went on as planned. 2007 Program Committee Chair Maura Hametz (2007 – Richmond) gave a positive report from SHA Program Committee, which liked her program and approved it. She suggested reaching out to Slavicists and Central/East Europeanists, adding panels on digital research on European History, because of the topic’s broad appeal. She also suggested a panel on teaching in the future, and contacting Women’s Studies programs. 2008 Program Committee Chair Elizabeth Cawthon (2008 – New Orleans) stated that she will phrase the call for papers so that it will have some of the broader appeal that was defined by Gerhard Weinberg’s 2005 charge to the Section. She will send the Committee the new phrasing.

V. Old Business

1. Definition of “Southern.” Sara H. Sohmer discussed the eligibility for book and paper prizes. It has been based on the definition of “Southern” that is found in the Section’s Bylaws. The committee after some discussion of the “border states” decided to leave the definition as is. 

2. Starting date for Burton-Baker Prize. Since it is grandfathered, the eligibility date will be two years from the awarding of the first prize, i.e. August 1, 2005 to July 31, 2007.

VI. New Business

1. 2008 possible Luncheon speaker. Alice-Catherine Carls brought forward the name of Austrian Professor Reinhold Wegnleitner who has written about “Satchmo Meets Amadeus.” The suggestion was accepted and Maura Hametz suggested contacting the Austrian Consulate. Bob Billinger who is in charge of the 2008 luncheon program will work on the program.

2. Selection of EHS Representative to SHA (2008-2010 Term). Georgia Mann reminded the committee of the SHA’s selection process and of the need to submit a candidate in time for the 2007 Executive Council meeting (which is scheduled on the day before the EHS Executive Committee). Joanne Rao Sanchez was nominated by Hunt. Donna Cooper Graves seconded. The motion passed by acclamation.

3. Changing the list of Prizes for publication in SHA program, Journal. This was a point of information brought up by Alice-Catherine Carls who stated that she would include the new prizes in the 2007 publications.

4. Kele Awards. The committee agreed to push the nomination date back to February 15 and David Hendon agreed to postpone the publication of the Spring Newsletter until after all nominations have been received, so that the Kele Award recipients may start receiving the Newsletter in the spring.

The committee adjourned at 7:00 P.M.  by acclamation.

The meeting opened at 12:30 pm with 44 guests in attendance. Section Chair Georgia Mann gave the welcome and greetings. The following Section officers gave reports: SHA representative Don McKale, and Secretary-Treasurer Alice-Catherine Carls. Georgia Mann moved to increase membership dues to $ 10 for students and $ 25 for regular members. The motion carried. Newsletter Editor David Hendon gave his report and invited member news. Georgia Mann standing in for Nominating Committee Chair Phillip Boucher brought to the floor the Executive Committee’s recommendation to approve the nomination of Bob Billinger as Vice-Chair of the Section. No other nominations were made. The motion carried. Georgia Mann thanked all 2005 committee chairs for their work. The 2006 Enno E. Kraehe Distinguished Service Award was given in absentia to Professor Keith Eubank, of Queens College CUNY (emeritus). A distinguished post 1945 German and diplomatic History specialist, Professor Eubank taught at North Texas State University and retired from Queens College, CUNY, in 1993, and authored eight books entitled: Munich, Summit Conferences, 1919-1960, Paul Cambon, Master Diplomatist, World War II. Roots and Causes, The Cuban Missile Crisis, The Origins of World War II, The Road to World War II, and Summit at Tehran. A founding father of the European History Section, Professor Eubank served on the first Snell Prize Committee when it was established in 1960, served on the Nominating Committee (1961-1963), gave the luncheon address in 1983, entitled “The President and the Russians. A Tour of the Summit,” and served on the Simpson and Smith Awards Committee (1990-1992).
